The first IT was founded in August 1951 at the Hijli Jail complex
on the outskirts of Kharagpur town in West Bengal and thus
IIT Kharagpur got the distinction of being called the mother of
the IIT system. Thereafter, the other IITs came into existence:
IIT Bombay (1958), IIT Madras (1959), IT Kanpur (1959) and
IIT Delhi (1961).

The graduates from these |ITs were considered the cream of the
nation and a large number of them started going tothe USAand a
few to other western countries for higher studies and thereafter
settled there only. The craze for getting into these institutes was
unstoppable and JEE (Joint Entrance Exam) became the toughest
examination in the world.

Sixth IIT came into existence in 1994 in Assam as IIT Guwahati. The oldest engineering college of
the country at Roorkee became IITin 2001. The famous IT BHU became |ITin 2012 and then Indian
School of Mines, Dhanbad got the status of IIT in 2016. Now there are a total of 23 IITs in India.
By the tumn of the last century, IIT brand had become global and was acknowledged everywhere.

There has been always a perception that majority of the lITians don’t stay back in India and go
to the greener pastures for better job prospects. While the fact is that majority of the lITians
stayed back in India though very few of them came to the limelight. This book will cover the
stories of those lITians who refused to be allured by the glamour of the westernworld and stayed
back in India or returned to the motherland after their higher studies or some job experiences.
This book will be an eye-opener for those who accuse IITs of producing engineers more for the
American economy and the other developed countries and not for the growth of India.

This book will serve as a great motivator for the present generation as well as future generations
of engineers in particular and common public in general. This book will also inspire those
who are still in school and aspire to get into one of the |ITs. Even the parents who dream of
their children getting into one of the IITs will find this book handy to inspire their wards. The
existing IIT alumni numbering about 2.5 lakh plus may like to read a book like this. This book will
definitely find a place In the libraries of about 5,000 plus engineering colleges In India.
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There are hundreds and thousands of engineers from 1ITs who excelled despite the bureaucratic
hurdles, corruption in the system and the Licence Raj mentality.

When | entered the main gate of IT Kharagpur first time In 1974, the one line that immediately
caught my attention was Dedicated to the Service of the Nation Inscribed on the front of the
magnificent main building of IIT Kharagpur. While doing my B.Tech (Hons) in Electronics and
Electrical Communications Engineering at [T Kharagpur in 1974-79, the brain drain was the
talk of the town those days and despite that there was a race amongst the final year students
to apply for different universities in USA. Being from a very humble background, | was always
against going abroad those days and we used to have long forays of discussions in the corridors
of the hall and the Institute.

My opinion was that we had been educated in the premier engineering college of the country
at a tuition fee of just Rs 25/- per month and the balance huge amount of money for our studies
came from the poor taxpayers’ money. So, when the time had come to repay to our country, you
just slipped away to the shores of a foreign country with the excuse that our country didn’t have
the required facllities for higher education, job opportunities and you opted for a lavish |Hestyle
stay in USA. What was the use of so much of higher technical education? Is it the purpose for
which the founders of our nation established these IITs in post-Independence India?

While working on this book, | came across a large number of |ITians in India and abroad who
have contributed immensely to our country. There are some llTians based in US or other
countries whose heart beats for India even today. | appreciate and salute such IITians who have
not broken their umbilical cord from their alma mater and their motherland. Such NRI lITians
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have in fact contributed to the whole world and have played a great role in boosting the Image
of our country globally. So in order to record the stories of those Great IITians, the work on
another book titled: 100 Great Global liTians has already started.

But the focus of this book is on those who toiled here, travelled in the locals of Mumbai or
faced 20 hours of power-cut and still managed to run their small-scale industry in small towns
like Nashik or Trichur or Ludhiana and climbed the ladders of success. While some IlTians went
into diverse fields of even spirituality, social service or politics, some of them also find a place in
this book, though very selectively.

All the ex-liTians who became Directors of some of the IITs or some other
prestigious institutions or VCs etc also became strong contenders for an entry Into this club of
100 Great liTians. All the existing Directors of various |ITs were not considered for this book despite
their great credentials. All the Padma Awardees have been included in this book except some who
couldn’t be contacted or some who were too busy to send their story despite many reminders.

While doing the research for this book, | came across some ex-liTians who had done a great
job in their home/adopted town and even spread their business far and wide and had done
a real commendable job but they were not on the radar of even their institute and so their
contribution to the society and the nation was totally unknown. There are definitely some
names whom the world may not know at all as of today but they will become instant celebrity
the moment readers find their names in this book.
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These storles will inspire the young minds and instil a sense of patriotism In thelr heart and
create a sense of commitment towards our great country. Their stories will also echo the
sentiments of thousands of others who may not have found their name in the book but they
traversed the same path.
